DISCUSSION:

The Town Council, earlier this year, approved a temporary program of allowing restaurant
seating and retail displays to be relocated outdoors in an effort to help local businesses operate
effectively during the Covid-19 pandemic. Numerous local businesses have shifted some
seating and retail displays outdoors, which encourages customers who may be concerned with
being indoors.

This request was received November 6, 2020 from Alexandra Patterson of the Royal
Poinciana Plaza for Soul Cycle. The proposal is to locate about 56 exercise bikes to the grass
lawn area near the vacant theater on the property. As Jay Boodheshwar states in his email,
this is not exactly the type of business use that was approved by the Town Council when
approving these temporary outdoor uses under Covid-19.

The matter is presented to the Town Council for your consideration. Soul Cycle is requesting
approval for this temporary outdoor use during Covid-19.

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Temporary Conditions:

1. This temporary outdoor use will continue until rescinded by the Town Council.

2. This use may be revoked if the outdoor areas become unsafe or are deemed a nuisance to the
community due to excessive complaints.

3. Requests for use of public property shall include a signed hold harmless agreement and a certificate
of insurance with coverage described above.

4. Compliance with CDC, FDA and OSHA guidelines are required. See attached.

5. Temporary tables, seating and displays cannot infringe upon ADA access along sidewalks and
accessible routes in and out of buildings.

6. Approval for use of private property (not owned by business) is required by signature on this
application.

7. Must remain in compliance with minimum parking requirements if using parking lots and net
number of seats (indoor and outdoor) may not exceed the total number during normal operations.

8. The use of the outdoor spaces shall be in conformity with all other Town Codes and Ordinances.
